Pam will have all speakers sign contracts again this year but we will add a comment about possible cancellation as well as a requirement for speakers to  disclose any financial information.

Lisa Gerberg will ask Dwayne Scott if he will provide AV support again for $500.

After discussion and looking at previous receipts from Copy Quik, the group decided that we would use Copy Quik again for the printing and mailing of the brochures. Pam will facilitate the brochures.

Sara will contact Scott Fidler regarding Towson’s involvement with the conference. Linda will check with St. Agnes and Dawn Mennen as they have provided handouts for the last several conferences.

We have one speaker confirmed so far, Dr. Paul Gurbel from Sinai who will talk about his anti-platelet research. We has requested the first talk of the day.

REIMBURSEMENT                          Debra Lund

Pam and Debbie attended the Tri-state conference in April and the medical director from Highmark presented. He stated that 93797 can be used to bill non-monitored visits such as education or initial assessment. The problem is, in MD there are zero RVU’s associated with that CPT code so therefore, no reimbursement. Each facility would need to create a rate for 93797 based on RVU’s and work that out with their own billing/finance department. For example, at BWMC they are using it to bill for initial evaluations. Members pointed out that this may increase the out of pocket patients may have to pay if we bill for exercise and education in the same day with two different codes.
Debbie also said the national organization is once again looking at the physician location issue

 (do MD’s need to be in the cardiac rehab suite?).
